9.17 Aera Delegate – Sioux Reid

• Memorandum of Understanding between EA and AERA – work still to commence on this. AERa has
sought to initiate the discussions but has had no response.
• NVP Panel – the Invitation has gone out to DAs to appoint representatives to the NVP for the next 2-
year term. Note that the response to this is required by 31 January 2026 This has been done.
• 2026 Ride Calendar - reminder that dates should be noted on the AERA Ride Calendar for 2026 to
support our members to plan.
• TPR Accreditation – new documents have been uploaded to the AERA website to reflect the agreed
change to the TPR Accreditation procedure.
• The Treatment Vet module has been added to the website
• Treasury – the 2026 AERA budget and fees recommended for 2026 were presented at this meeting and
will be sent as separate correspondence for DAs to review.
• Insurance – three companies have provided reports for the AERA insurance cover for 2026 and these
will be reviewed by AERA to consider what best meets our needs.
• Vet training modules – a 5th module, Treatment of Endurance Horses, has been added to the Vet
Training.
• AERASpace – a number of enhancements are scheduled for end of year and the database will be offline
on 16 – 17 December; the DBSC will send advice about this closer to the date
• Tom Quilty Events – planning is ongoing for TQ26 in Queensland and for TQ27 in WA.
• Tom Quilty with FEI 3* option – AERA has considered a proposal for the inclusion of an FEI event with
the TQ event. AERA will seek to consult with the wider membership about this concept with some review
of the initial proposal after feedback is provided by DAs. Also to consider review of the qualification
requirement for riders and to increase the age of horses to be 7 years of age before entering a Quilty.
• Rule changes passed for a first vote are provided as an appendix to this correspondence Website:
www.aera.asn.au Can you please note that the next AERA meeting is scheduled for Sunday 23 November
commencing at 10.00 am AEDT. This meeting will include acceptance of the 2026 AERA Budget and
recommendations for increase to fees and charges.

The only two short updates are;
1. AERA has had a meeting with EA regarding our draft of the MOU we rewrote.
We tried to simplify it. They still want more detail. Due to meet again 20/11/25.
2. Due to the Eldorado swabs being returned to me before they were resent, I changed the system.
For the SC swabs I sent them express, insured and requesting a signature on reciept. I had a SMS two days
later to say they had been received. It did cost twice as much but it got there!
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9.18 Honorary Vet – Narelle Cribb
I’d like some discussion about availability of suitable treatment gear.
It’s become apparent that many of the vets at rides don’t have easy access to suitable fluids and
IV catheters and giving sets.

There should be at least 30 litres - 20 of which should be 5 litre bags available if needed.
Currently, my own 20lt is doing the rounds!
Vets should also have large bore giving sets, large bore 5 inch cannulas and the means to prep the
skin and secure this in.

I’ve seen too many veins blown with cannulas that are too short, this means the horse isn’t getting
adequate treatment in some cases.

So we either put together an emergency kit that finds its way to rides (like the timing system) or provide
the vets with a detailed list of what is needed.

It’s also super super important that RO’s ensure that a particular vet at their ride is aware they need to
have/bring treatment gear. This needs to be done in a time frame that materials can be chased up if
needed.

Happy to help in any way that I can.

9.19 TQ Sub Committee - Sioux Reid. Donna Nicholas
Nothing to report.

9.20 Newcomer Support Group – Erin Steinbacher,

This year GFFA40 has concentrated on trying to attend multiple rides in a supporting and encouraging
role. We have also sponsored and donated prizes in the 40km rides with a high light being the perpetual
trophy “The Wyndy Award” at the state champs, which is in honour of Bronwyn and Sandy and all the
effort they put into rides. It felt appropriate because the concept of our awards is that team work
makes the dream work.

The facebook page gets regular interaction with questions and people sharing their experiences and
rides etc and we will continue to post information and questions as they come up or as people ask
about them. I always appreciate msgs with suggestions of what to post.

The page is dedicated to 40km riders (and below) and we are trying hard to keep the information
shared to what is relevant and appropriate for new riders and people new to the sport.

The Education Weekends have been well attended and supported, we would like to continue these but
also are looking into ‘come and try days’ run in accordance with AERA and VERA standards and
regulations. The page feels that multiple of these run over the year will help create a more relaxed
environment for people to experience endurance with out the pressure of a full event.
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9.21 Instagram – Ang Lea

VERA's Instagram (IG) was launched 30 weeks ago on Saturday 12th April 2025 and now has 191
followers. This is an increase of 16.5% in followers since the last report. This report covers 7 weeks of
the account, from Monday 15th September till Monday 3rd November 2025. In that time:
There have been 20300 views of the account – 42.6% of views were from followers and 57.4% of views
were from non-followers.
2819 IG accounts were reached. This is an increase of +145% since the last report.
There were 444 interactions on the account content - 395 likes, 12 comments and 10 shares
Collaboration requests resulted in solid engagement. As an example, three VERA participants
collaborated with one post, which meant the post fed to those three Instagram accounts – as a wall
post and in their newsfeed. There were 1468 views of that post.
There were 20 posts and 30 stories created.
Four stories received over 400 views, with one receiving over 900, reaching 747 individual Instagram
accounts.
Four posts in the time frame being reported received over 1000 views.
52.6% of total interactions were from followers and 47.4% of interactions were from non-followers.
Businesses shared VERA stories - including Radincon.
The top two posts for activity were:
Kristie Taprell interview ‘teaser’ post on October 26th which received 1171 views. Kristie Taprell and
Naomi McGaffin collaborated with the post. The breakdown of views = 60.2% were from non-followers,
39.8 were followers. 369 accounts were reached. There were 51 post interactions.
Tania Beacham’s ‘Big 3’ achievement post on October 17th received 978 views. Endurance NSW and Lisa
Wyatt Photography accounts collaborated with their 750 followers. 62% of observers of this post were
non followers.

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10.2 AERA Recommendations for Pre Ride Talk

Pre-ride briefing – delivered by Chief Steward, Head Vet, Track Coordinator, Ride Director. Please consider any
other information relevant to your ride, ride base and course.

A meeting convened by the ROC to communicate information regarding the conduct of each ride to the relevant
riders and their support personnel, to support safe and efficient management of the event, in accordance with
AERA. (Rulebook Section 1, Table 2 Definitions).

All riders are encouraged to attend this event and all novice riders MUST attend.

It is recommended that ROs schedule pre-ride talk so that this is not done “under saddle”.

General conduct

Basic rules re behaviour on track

 Ride to road rules – left side of road, no more than two abreast

 Any specific requirements of property owners or organisation issuing a permit, eg for Imbil emphasise
that this is a working plantation and all HQP signs must be followed,

 If in trouble call for assistance – CS to give number; or proceed to next checkpoint who can radio for
assistance; or ask another rider to ask for assistance at next checkpoint

 Courtesy on track – call out to advise riders ahead if passing, give space if another horse is “playing up”,
support any rider who is in difficulty, call out numbers to checkpoint operators.

 Pace Rider for Introductory Rides – do not pass the Pace Rider – identify this person at pre-talk

 Reminder that courtesy applies to volunteers also – smile and thank them

 Dogs to be on leads attached to a person, a vehicle or something solid at all times

The course

 Start times of each leg, distances, arrow colours

 General description of course – eg elevations, conditions underfoot, road crossings

 Water on course and feed availability

 Any hazards

 Novice times – minimum time for each leg

 Closure of course – maximum ride time allowed for full course

 In and out gates

 Gallop finish – final arrival gate

Procedure for presenting for vetting – traffic flow, milling area and how that is managed.

Withdrawals / Not elevating

 After vetting, advise CS – if after hold time present again for vetting

 On course – phone CS to ask for rescue float or advise another official; if possible, wait at a point that can
be easily identified – and wait.

 Advise the Chief Steward if you are not elevating to the next distance before your hold time expires.

Risk – what will happen in event of any significant event – horse disease, people disease, natural disaster such as
fire or significant weather event.

Reminder re any specific health requirements eg Covid-19 requirements – mask, distancing, facilities, hygiene

Vetting procedures
Standard vs VGIH – heart rates for each leg
Hold times if VGIH
Make sure the CS has noted your arrival at vetting particularly if there is a queue
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Electronic timing system
How to use and when – what to do if RFID card fails

Rider safety
Drinking water – carry for you

Contact numbers – for assistance on track

From Narelle
I vetted at my very first TQ at Myrtleford in 1996. I started to vet at Endurance rides in 1993.
